Gulf of Mexico Harmful Algal Bloom Bulletin
Region: Southwest Florida
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Conditions Report

There is currently no indication ofkéarenia brevis bloom in southwest Florida including

the Florida Keys. No impacts are expected today through Suriday 20 alongshore
southwest Florida and the Florid@ys. Patches of discolored water alongshore Manatee,
Sarasota and Lee counties continue to be reported. This discoloration is attributed to a
bloom of the algae Trichodesmium which does not produce respiratory irritation impacts
associated with the Florida red tide causedanenia brevis.

Analysis

Southwest Florida: There is currently no indication ofkéarenia brevis bloom in south-

west Florida. Background concentrationobrevis were last reported on 5/8 at Long-
boat Key in Manatee County (FWRI). In the past week, all samples collected alongshore
Pinellas, Manatee, Sarasota, Charlotte, Lee, and Collier counties, including the Marco
Island region, indicate th#t brevisis not present (5/4-5/9; FWRI). In the pasvfdays
MODIS imagery has been obscured by clouds throughout southwest Florida. Imagery
from 5/10 (not shown on left), although cloudsepCollier and Monroe counties includ-

ing the Florida leys, did indicate eleted levels of chlorophyll alongshore southwest
Florida from Pinellas southeastward to Lee Countye($eranged from 2-G.g/L).

Florida Keys: There is currently no indication ofkéarenia brevis bloom in the Florida
Keys. Recensamples hae onfirmed thaK. brevisis no longer present offshore the
gulfside of the Lower and Middledys (Harbor key and Oxfoot key) on 54 and 5/9
respectiely (MML).

*Note: As of today, southwest Florida bulletins will be issued once per week, on Mon-
days, due to current harmful algal bloominactivity. Twice weekly bulletins will resume
as conditionswarrant. The next bulletin will be sent on Monday, May 21.
