Conditions Report

A harmful algal bloom has been identified in the San Carlos Bay region of central Lee
County Patchy moderate impacts are possible today through Sunday in the San Carlos
Bay region of central Lee Counfylo additional impacts are expected alongshore south-
west Florida today through Sundayne 10.

Analysis

Recent MODIS imagery (6/6; shown left) continues to be completely obscured by clouds,
limiting analysis along the coast of southwest Florida. Continued sampling in the San
Carlos Bay area to confirm the presenc&direvisis recommended. Elated chloro-

phyll at the coast may also be the result of various non-toxic blooms tieabden

reported throughout the region in Pinellas and Manatee counties (6/4-5; FWRI). Fore-
casted winds may maintain the location of the bloom through the weekend.
